This Hackathon offers participants and rail enthusiasts the opportunity to imagine the future and
develop solutions for railway operators to better face pandemic situations. The hackathon will in-
clude various themes and activities, such as: training, customer service on board trains and in sta-

A European regional “ON-LINE competition” will be held on the 26™ of November, 2021 (it will be
jointly organised with the ASTONRail project team and outreach activities in Ziline, Slovakia), with a
final contest at international level in May 2022, in the frame of the World Congress about Rail Train-
ing, Talent and Development (WCRT) in Moscow.
